1.0 Presentation Preparation 19-24 April 2015 Australia - New Zealand

There are some aspects of presenting at the Congress that | recommend you work on well ahead of the
Congress to ensure high quality delivery and to avoid personal stress.

Be aware the Melbourne Convention Centre has a number of limitations on delivering power point
presentations.

16 X9

PowerPoint Presentations are in 16:9 (not 4:3).
To set up your presentation, please follow these steps.
1. PowerPoint 2003 Choose File/Page setup, or
In PowerPoint 2007/2010 choose the “Design” Tab then click the “Page
Setup” button.
2. Inthe drop down box, select “On-screen Show (16:9)”
It is best to start with a 16:9 format — you likely will need a new template set up.

If you convert a 4:3 you will have distorted graphics and you will very likely lose text off the bottom of the
slides.

Animations
The technical program committee strongly discourages the use of videos and animations in your
presentations.

If you choose to try they must be embedded in the PPT file.

Animations cannot be linked to independent files.

My own laptop ? (No)

You will NOt be able to connect your own laptop in the room where you will be presenting.

The Melbourne Convention Centre uses a "smart podium" and all the presentation files are loaded centrally
and delivered across a computer network.

TrueType Fonts

Please ensure that when saving the PowerPoint presentation ahead of uploading it you check the box “Embed
TrueType Fonts”. This will avoid problems with fonts you use that are not present on the Convention Centre
computer.
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Last Slide in your presentation — The NZ slide

The New Zealand contingent has an integrated NZInc booth at the congress and we looking to get conference
attendees to come via the New Zealand booth after the oral presentations and sessions. Please use the NZ
power point 16:9 slide attached in the email with this bulletin as the last slide in your presentation.

Uploading a Presentation
The technical program committee have requested that PowerPoint files for oral presentation are uploaded to
the WGC web site (http://wgc2015.com.au/abstracts.php) prior to arriving at the Congress.

Please upload by Tuesday 7th April 2015.

If your PowerPoint file is not successfully uploaded ahead of the Congress you will be able to upload it in the
speaker preparation room onsite. (Please note the computers in the preparation room are Windows-based,
there are no Macintosh-based machines.)

Bring a copy of your presentation
It is recommended that you bring a copy of your PowerPoint presentation file to the Congress, on a CD-R, or
USB stick as a backup.

Speaker Preparation Room
There will be a speaker presentation room with computer facilities.

All the computers in the speaker preparation room are Windows-based, there are no Macintosh based
machines.

2.0 New Zealand Presence

There will be a significant New Zealand contingent at the congress including the Minister of Energy, Simon
Bridges and a Maori cultural delegation.
